At some point during your study, you can expect to be asked to work in a 
group, with other students. This may be during a teaching session, when your 
tutor breaks the class into small groups, asking you to discuss an aspect of a 
topic and to report back on your discussions to the whole class.

Making the most of each other’s strengths

Learning to be tolerant  
 
Stimulating and clarifying your own thinking 
 
Learning to deal with challenge or criticism 
 
Learning to negotiate   
 
Keeping up morale – a mutual support network 
 
Learning how to solve any problems which may arise within the group 
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
