(These are publications which come out at regular intervals; for example,
monthly. Many are electronic.)

Indexes and abstracts
(These index journal articles by keyword; abstracts also have a summary of
the articles. Most are electronic.)

Official (Government) publications
(These include the debates of Parliament in Hansard, and white papers)

Theses/dissertations
(These are extended pieces of work written by students in their third year of

a degree, or at Masters or PhD level)
